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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

A child jumps off a platform into her dad's arms. A 

trapeze artist lets go of their swing in mid-air and 

reaches toward the hands of their partner. An 

aging parent signs over control of their assets to 

their children. Every one of these scenarios takes 

an extraordinary amount of trust, a willingness to 

let go of control, an abandonment of oneself to the 

will of the other. The dad could drop the child. The 

trapeze artist could be off on their timing and miss 

that crucial moment when they were supposed to 

catch their partner. The adult children, now in 

charge of their parent's assets, could mismanage 

them and take advantage of their access. 

In the middle of this week's scripture passage- 

which contains a lot of guidance for relationships- 

Jesus seems to go off on a little tangent about trust 

and prayer. "Ask, seek and knock," he says, "for of 

course your Father in heaven is eager to give good 

gifts to you!" I've repeated these verses since I was 

a child, and yet, I still struggle to follow these 

instructions. If I'm honest, I often approach 

asking, seeking and knocking in prayer with quite 

a bit of hesitation. This is what I sound like: "Hey, 

God, if you want to... If it's your will... If it would 

please you... But I understand if you don't or 

won't...." And then with those qualifiers in place, I 

go on to ask for what I'm wanting or needing. 

Some of this is because it feels presumptuous to be 

very direct with God. Who am I to say what the 

God of the universe should do? But some of it is a 

lack of trust. I've been disappointed in prayer 

before. Not just disappointed... Devastated. I 

jumped off the platform into God's arms, and it felt 

like I crashed to the ground and broke some bones. 

Was I wrong to ask, seek and knock? Where were 

the good gifts God promised to His children when 

it felt like my world fell apart? I'm not sure that 

even today I have a good answer to that question. 

The reality is, sometimes God says no when we ask, 

seek and knock.

True trust- true faith- means laying aside my 

expectations and trusting the goodness of God in my 

life beyond my expectations. Sometimes I only see 

His goodness toward me years later, looking 

backward. So I keep asking, seeking and knocking. I 

try to lean into Jesus' invitation to be direct and 

trust. I hope you'll lean into trusting God this week 

as well.
