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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

The next theme in our Lent series is repentance. I 

noticed when my kids were young, that they were 

never super eager to tell me when they had done 

something wrong. I would find broken toys, 

crumpled up notes from teachers, stained and torn 

clothing, chipped cups and plates; all hidden under 

beds or stuffed into drawers or shoved into closets. 

They didn't want me to see anything bad they had 

done. They wanted me to be happy with them, not 

disapproving or angry. Their childlike hearts 

equated my positive view of their actions with my 

love for them. Try as I might, I couldn't convince 

them until they were older, that my love for them 

would never diminish based on what they did or 

didn't do. Would I be upset sometimes over bad 

behavior and poor choices? Sure, but that would 

fade quickly because my love for them would 

never, ever change! 

How often do we do this with God? How many 

times do we work hard to hide our sin, to quickly 

make things good again, so that God won't see it 

and be unhappy with us? As if we could ever hide 

anything from the One who knows the thoughts of 

our hearts, from the One who knit us together in 

our mother's womb? It's a vain exercise, yet we 

humans can't stop doing it. Not only is it useless to 

try to hide anything from God, but we completely 

misunderstand God's response to sinners when we 

behave in this way, much like children 

misunderstand the depth of a parent's love. 

God's love for us isn't dependent upon our ability 

to not sin. God's approval of us is not dependent on 

our perfection. (If you're a recovering perfectionist 

like me, you may need to repeat that sentence a 

few hundred times... daily). God doesn't reject 

sinners; He comes near to them. He takes on their 

flesh, enters their messy and messed up world, 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Prayer Requests:
