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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

This week's sermon passage (Mark 8:27-38) is 

referred to in a number of commentaries as the 

turning point of the whole story. Up to this 

moment, bit by bit, Mark has been revealing who 

Jesus really is - his divine power and authority, his 

mission to open up the Kingdom to anyone who 

would receive Him and not just the Jews, Jesus' 

union with His Father the One True God of the 

universe. Now it's time to spell it out clearly and 

plainly - Yes, Jesus is indeed the long-awaited 

Messiah, come to deliver God's people. He's going to 

fulfill the prophetic expectations! 

But even as the - somewhat expected by now - 

revelation is written down in this conversation 

between Jesus and his disciples, it comes with a 

surprise... and not a welcome one. Jesus explains 

how He must accomplish His saving mission, that 

he will be rejected and will suffer and die and then 

rise again. Peter, in a moment of shocking 

insubordination actually rebukes his lord and 

teacher over this! And Jesus rebukes him right back, 

saying that he is wrapped up in human concerns and 

not the concerns of God. Jesus knows what He must 

do, and he takes up the painful task willingly. 

Peter is a fascinating person to me! Maybe because I 

can identify with his struggles. He's often so close to 

getting it right, and yet so far from faithfulness at 

the same time. He knows who Jesus is, and Jesus 

says that upon Peter's bold confession, He will build 

His Church. Then almost immediately after, Jesus 

recognizes a temptation from Satan in the words 

coming out of Peter's mouth. Peter is courageous 

enough to walk on water like Jesus, but he also 

falters and Jesus must rescue him from the crashing 

waves. Peter is a leader among the disciples, yet he 

denies even knowing Jesus on the night of Jesus' 

betrayal.
