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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner

In my report at our Annual Meeting last Sunday, I
mentioned that I wanted to focus on two areas of
congregational life this coming year - our
connection to God and with one another. As we
welcome new attenders and continue to lean into
the future God has for us, these two aspects of our

life together are going to be important.

One way to nurture these connections is by praying
together. Our Wednesday afternoon prayer times
have always been meaningful to me. I value the
pause mid-week to gather with a small group to
intentionally pray for congregational concerns,
personal requests, our missionaries and our BIC
sister churches in the Souderton area. At the same
time, I realize 1:00 on Wednesdays is a difficult
time for many people to join even by zoom. I long
to expand our prayer ministry in a way that
deepens our reliance on God and our relationships

with each other.

At my former congregation, we had a ministry
called "prayer ushers." These were trained people
who were available Sunday morning to listen to
anyone's concern and then pray for them - before
the worship service, any time during the service, or
afterward. We called them "ushers" because their
only responsibility was to bring the person in need

of prayer into the Presence of our Loving and

Powerful God. They weren't there to solve problems

or even to make the person feel better. They were
simply there to listen to the person's need and then
to pray, trusting that God would be at work in the
few moments they spent together. When the prayer
ushers weren't praying with an individual, they
spent time in prayer for the worship service and all

who were leading it.

I'm putting some training materials together and
have already spoken to a few people about the
possibility of implementing a prayer usher ministry
here at SBIC. I invite you to pray with me about
this vision. If this idea sparks your interest, reach
out to me! I hope to plan a training meeting in the
next month or two. Praying for each other builds
trust, expresses our love, and it connects us to the
One who has made us family. I can't think of a

better way to nurture connections in 2026!
