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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

When I hear someone refer to waving the white flag of 

surrender, I usually picture a soldier holding up a 

dirty, torn barely white piece of cloth, hoping for a 

reprieve from battle. Hoping that his life will be 

spared if he admits defeat and declares his enemy the 

winner. That image in my head makes this week's 

scripture text all the more interesting... because Jesus 

doesn't "wave the white flag" so to speak, to spare His 

own life. He waves it because He is ready to accept 

death. And He doesn't wave it at his enemy; He waves 

it at His Father, saying yes to His Father's will. 

We'll be reflecting on Jesus in the Garden of 

Gethsemane this Sunday - I know, it's not even Palm 

Sunday yet, I'm skipping ahead in the story, but stay 

with me, because this year, I want us to look at some 

of the holy week texts we often skip over. Here, in the 

Garden at the foot of the Mt of Olives, Jesus 

surrenders. He surrenders to the One who sent Him, 

the One who loved Him, the One whose will was that 

Jesus would bear the cross in order to accomplish our 

salvation. 

Jesus' agony in the Garden is only eclipsed by His 

agony on the cross. He sweat drops of blood, cried 

tears of sorrow and cried out in desperation... could 

there be another way, please? Could He be spared 

what's coming? Scripture doesn't verbatim tell us 

what the Father said to Jesus in response, but the 

meaning is clear enough. The Father said no to His 

beloved Son's plea. No, there was no other way. No, 

He would not be spared what was coming. 

And Jesus accepts it. You've heard me talk about my 

own struggle to accept a "no" from God when I've 

asked Him for something, and I know I'm not the only 

one to struggle in that way. I'm strangely comforted 

to sit with Jesus in the Garden of Gethsemane, and to 

know that He gets us.

I try to allow His example of surrender in the darkest 

of hours, to soften my own heart, a heart that 

struggles with surrender so profoundly.

May we be strengthened 

knowing that we are not alone and suffering is not 

eternal, specifically because of Jesus' willingness to 

bear the cross and face its agony. If He had the 

strength to wave the white flag and accept the cross, 

surely we can bear our own sufferings and sorrows, 

too.
