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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

This Sunday we are going to start a new sermon series. 

We spent September through Easter Sunday in the book 

of Mark, not hitting every single verse, but taking in the 

broad themes of the Gospel and Jesus' ministry. Now, 

let's jump back into the Old Testament, many 

generations before Jesus walked the earth, and notice 

how God works with His chosen people as they are 

settling in the Promised Land. 

From now until the end of July, I'll preach through 1 

Samuel. The reason this particular book stands out to 

me in this moment is because one of its themes is 

leadership... God's leadership, the priests and the first 

kings. As I look around our country, I see a crisis of 

leadership - Christian and otherwise. Story after story is 

coming out about very popular evangelical organizations 

like Hillsong and CCM music, a number of Christian 

Universities, the Southern Baptist Convention and 

Bethel Church in California: abuses of power and 

finances, sexual abuse, supporters covering up lies for 

preachers and "prophets," protecting them when they 

fail to demonstrate Christian character instead of 

holding them accountable. If you wonder what stories 

I'm referencing, quite a number have been compiled by a 

journalist at roysreport.com.  And then there's story 

after story of our politicians - some publicly claiming 

Christian faith - who are involved in sexual abuse 

scandals, profiting from illegal financial schemes, 

blatantly and repeatedly lying, delighting in violence 

and the dehumanization of their opponents. 

Still, many Christians in our country continue to 

support these preachers, music stars, organizations and 

politicians without question. Let me say this clearly - 

our witness suffers when we remain silent about 

unChrist-like leadership. People outside of the church 

wonder how they can trust us when we throw our 

support behind corrupt leaders and organizations that 

repeatedly harm people. This is why I believe we need to 

examine biblical leadership right now. Let's discover 

God's perspective on it and how He desires His people to 

exercise it.
