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Pastor KrisAnne’s Korner 

A number of people asked for the prayer of confession and 

invitation to communion from Sunday, so I thought I 

would share it here. The prayer is one I modified from a 

book by Ted Loder, called Guerillas of Grace.  

Holy God, there is something I wanted to tell you, but 

there have been errands to run, bills to pay, arrangements 

to make, meetings to attend, friends to entertain, washing 

to do. And I forget what it is I wanted to say to you. 

Mostly, I forget what I’m really about or why I’m here. O 

God, don’t forget me, please, for the sake of your Son, 

Jesus Christ. 

God, there is something I wanted to tell you, but my mind 

races with worrying and watching, weighing and planning, 

with little slights and larger grievances I’ve suffered. Leaky 

dreams and leaky plumbing in the house. Leaky 

relationships I keep trying to plug up. My attention is 

preoccupied with exhaustion, with doubt, with things other 

people have and I want. And I forget what it is I wanted to 

say to you, and how to say it honestly. O God, don’t forget 

me, please, for the sake of your Son, Jesus Christ. 

God, there is something I wanted to ask you, but I stumble 

along the edge of rage, sick over the suffering and death of 

innocents with no one held accountable. Haunted by a 

hundred floating fears of gunmen and terrorists and war, of 

losing my job, not having enough, failing at life. Getting 

sick and old, having loved ones die, dying myself one day. 

Fears of having no one who loves me, not even me. Of not 

being sure who I am or that I’m worth very much at all. 

And I forget what the real question is that I wanted to ask 

you. And I forget to listen, because you seem unreal and far 

away. O God, don’t forget me, please, for the sake of your 

Son, Jesus Christ. 

Father, perhaps you’ve already heard what I wanted to tell 

you. What I wanted to ask is – forgive me, put all my 

pieces back together, set me free and set me right. Renew 

in me just a little of faith, a vision of what it might mean to 

live as though You were real and You are God. And You 

are Love. What I wanted to ask, Father, in my blundering 

way is – please don’t give up on me; please help me. Give 

me peace enough to want more of You; give me joy enough 

to share with my neighbor. Help me lean into You here and 

now, and there and then.
